Riding a motorcycle requires a whole new set of safety
skills to avoid a mishap or collision. Whether you're

a seasoned rider or just learning, SSM's motorcycle
fraining courses provide valuable information to help
you stay safe.

21 Hour Course

A [f you are a new rider, or just wanting to build
confidence, this is the course for you. We cover all
the basics of safe motorcycle riding, and take you
from the assumption of never driving a motorcycle,
to the dynamics of collision avoidance and
emergency braking.

8 Hour Course

A This is an 8 hour session infended for the motorcycle
operator that has riding experience, however,
previous motorcycle experience is not required.
This course is not as comprehensive as our 21 hour
program.

Whether you are a beginner or
experienced rider, ride for transportation or ride for
recreation, our courses will help you develop:

SSM’s motorcycle training courses are recognized by
Manitoba Public Insurance and qualify you for your
Class 6 (Motorcycle) licence. A Valid 6M motorcycle
license is required prior to registering for either the
21 hour or 8 hour course. You must pass a written
knowledge test to obtain your 6M license. Contact
Manitoba Public Insurance for details.

21 Hour Motorcycle Training: $400
SSM’'s 21 Hour Motorcycle Training course consists

of four hours in class and 17 hours of practice on a
motorcycle. Previous riding experience is not required.

This fraining covers:

A Motorcycle dynamics

A Braking techniques

A Collision avoidance

A Gear shifting and signals

A Slow speed control

A Safety checks

Manitoba Public Insurance provides a rebate on your
reqistration fee when you successfully complete the
final skill test.

8 Hour Motorcycle Training: $275
Want to review and update your riding skills to ensure
your safety and increase your confidence on the
road? SSM's 8 Hour Motorcycle Training course focuses
on building practical skills with hands-on training.

The eight hour course fulfils the requirement for
obtaining a Class 6 (Motorcycle) licence.

3 Wheeled Motorcycle Training: $275
This eight hour program provides basic safety
information and practical hands on fraining for
three-wheeled motorcycle enthusiasts.

Note: Students must provide their own vehicle, vehicle
reqistration, a safety cerificate and pass inspection
before the course begins as a safety precaution.

This course is restricted to Trikes and Spyders. Please
contact SSM for alternate arrangements if you cannot
provide your own vehicle.

Re-Test Options

Students are now eligible for re-testing if they do not
pass the final exam at the end of a 21 Hour or 8 Hour
motorcycle program.

There are two options:

T REAEST 1ttt $50
2. Four hour practical refresher and re-test ........... $160

Once both options are exhausted, students must
re-register for the 8 Hour or 21 Hour program.

Frequently Asked Questions

Is the course still offered if it is raining or cold?
Yes. Rain or shine, you will learn how to ride a
motorcycle!

Do you provide the motorcycle?

Yes. SSM provides a top-of-the-line fleet of
motorcycles for students to train and practice their
skills.

Do | need a licence to take this course?

Yes, you must obtain a Class 6M (iraining) licence
from Manitoba Public Insurance prior to taking the
course. The 6M licence requires you to pass a written
test.

Do | need to bring riding gear?
Yes. All students must provide their own riding gear,
including:

>

A sturdy jacket and pants (jeans and a leather
or denim jacket)

A Eye protection

A Sturdy boots that cover the ankle

A leather gloves

A DOT or Snell approved helmet

Your riding gear must be inspected and approved by
the instructor af the first session.

I'm under 18. Do | need a parent to accompany
me?

Only to the first session. If you are under 18, your
parent or guardian must sign a waiver for you to
participate in the training course.
